MUSIC NOTES—Ubi Caritas” is a hymn of the Roman Catholic liturgy long used as one of the anti-
phons for the washing of feet on Maundy Thursday. They hymn is now used also in Lutheran and Angli-
can liturgies focusing on love and service to others. The original Gregorian Chant was used by 20th cen-
tury French composer Maurice Durufle for his setting that is the most widely sung choral setting of the
hymn. Today’s prelude is a piano reduction of the Durufle “Ubi Caritas.” The offertory anthem setting
was composed by American Audrey Snyder, recognized as a top educational choral composer in the Unit-
ed States.— Karen Harmon, Music Director
